The Swiss Maturité is a general knowledge
diploma encompassing 13 required subjects,
making it one of the most difficult in the world .
With this diploma, no further entrance exams
are required for entry into Swiss institutions of
higher learning..

The Baccalaureate

Many consider the baccalaureate as the most
recognized diploma world wide. It is different
from the Swiss Maturité as it focuses
predominantly on a specialization.

The course program therefore emphasizes a
concentration on the chosen specialization and
a selection of elective classes

Language Diploma :
